Minutes of the Applied Probability Society's Business Meeting
Stockholm, July 6, 2011

1. Shane Henderson opened the meeting at 6:32pm.

2. Shane Henderson thanked departing council member Doug Down for serving on the INFORMS Subdivisions committee (on the behalf of APS) and announced that Mark Squillante will be taking over this responsibility. Shane Henderson also thanked departing council member Peter Glynn and Achal Bassamboo and Hanqin Zhang for organizing the APS cluster at the upcoming INFORMS Annual meeting in Charlotte, NC. He also acknowledged the efforts of Mariana Olvera-Cravioto (webmaster) and Hayriye Ayhan (secretary/treasurer).

3. Hayriye Ayhan reported on the APS finances, which remain robust, with total available funds as of 3/31/11 being $128,160.91

4. Hanqin Zhang and Achal Bassamboo reported on the APS track they have organized for the 2011 INFORMS National meeting, which will include 26 sessions.

5. Shane Henderson has reported that 6 very high quality papers have been accepted for the Stochastic Systems journal. The first issue will appear in 2011. He encouraged the members attending the meeting to recommend the journal to their colleagues. The journal can be found online by googling "Stochastic Systems Journal"

6. Sasha Stolyar (chair of the prize committee) encouraged attendees to submit nominations for the APS Best Publication Award. The deadline is July 31, 2011.

7. Shane Henderson mentioned that the University of Costa Rica's main campus in San Jose, Costa Rica is a proposed venue for the APS 2013 meeting. Emmanuel Fernandez (University of Cincinnati) has proposed that he chair the conference and he has a potential local committee from San Jose headed by Alex Murillo who directs the Research Center for Pure and Applied Mathematics at the University of Costa Rica. The proposed dates are July 15-17 in 2013. Costa Rica is a stable and safe country and airfares are very reasonable from North America. Airfares to Costa Rica from Europe are comparable (cheaper in many cases) to airfares to the west coast of USA. Having the conference in Costa Rica is consistent with APS reaching out internationally.

A vote was taken and the motion to hold the conference in Costa Rica was resoundingly approved.
